Hey girlie,

Yes, but I don't show as having any reservations for the upcoming semester.  You're fine to make reservations

well in advance for any time frame.  The problem comes in when someone reserves every single Friday for an

entire semester without having solid plans.  Just figuring you're giving a quiz online every Friday isn't really an

adequate plan.  We've found that these folks stopped picking them up consistently, leaving carts unused in the

library, and because others assumed they were unavailable, they wrote their plans accordingly and couldn't

even use the computers anymore.  This got super annoying, and we felt bad for those who could have used

the computers if we'd known the teacher wasn't going to pick them up.  However, you can reserve any time

frame in the future that you need for a planned project/lesson; as in, "I know we'll be working on a cultural

fair project during these dates, so I'll need technology for these 5 days."  Does that make sense?  If you want

to snap up a few Fridays at a time that's fine too.  It's the entire semester that gets tricky.

Hello everyone,

To make things a bit more equitable in terms of technology access and the entire faculty, we ask that teachers

not make standing reservations for the entire semester.  This means, for example, that we are discouraging

staff from making laptop reservations for every Friday for the next 16 weeks.  It has been our experience that

teachers' plans change, and they often neglect to cancel their reservations in advance or to pick up the

reserved carts.  Unfortunately, when this occurs, it is too late for another teacher to use them, as he/she has

typically made alternate plans upon learning that nothing is available. 

We would like to clarify, however, that making reservations in advance for a specific time frame and purpose

is okay.  Examples of this include reserving for Graduation Project portfolio creation, Cultural Fair, or the

foreign language countries project.
